According to Judge Mansfield’s report in 2006 (Para 287), an article in the newspaper, “The Northern Standard” (24 March 1936) described a meeting attended by Larrakia leader King George and “the old men of the tribe”.  The author of the article also attended the meeting. He wrote:
“King George pointed out that they had heard reports that the Government intended to shift the present [Kahlin] compound to some point inland to make way for more Myilly Point residences. 
'The Larrakeyah people are a salt water tribe and would not be prepared to live away from the sea,” said King George.  “This is all the country we have left, and the Government should leave us on it.'” 

In Paragraph 289 of his report, Mansfield writes that the NT Administrator was told the site selected for the new Compound [Bagot Reserve] was “definitely situated in Larrakeyah territory and thus would provide for them a camping ground in their tribal area, IN PROXIMITY TO CENTRES OF TOTEMIC AND CEREMONIAL SIGNIFICANCE” (my emphasis). So Bagot Reserve was created as compensation for the loss of Kahlin Compound and in turn, the Kulaluk lease was granted in recognition of the boundaries of the old Bagot Reserve, revoked in 1965 (explained in detail in Judge Woodward’s Final Report in 1974). And so it goes, as was written, “The White Man Giveth and the White Man Taketh away.”
