Prince of Wales, Helen Secretary and Bill Risk on behalf of the Larrakia People (the applicants), in particular S.186(1)(g), “A description of the persons who it is claimed hold the native title.”
On 22 May 1998 a native title application was made in the Federal Court under the title, “Prince of Wales, Helen Secretary and Bill Risk on behalf of the Larrakia People” and amended on 21 October 1999 (Federal Court Number D6040/1999). The application filed in the Federal Court was accompanied by affidavits sworn by two of the applicants, William Maxwell Risk and Helen Patricia Secretary. The first sworn on 10 September 1999 and Helen Secretary's affidavit sworn on 24 September, 1999. In paragraph six of her affidavit, Ms Secretary stated:
“I swear this affidavit on my own behalf, but also on behalf of Prince of Wales,, who has authorised me to do do so.” Prince of Wales was a Larrakia elder, dancer and artist, otherwise known as Nippul, the son of a deceased Larrakia leader known as King George. In 1999 he was living at the Kulaluk village, after being incapacitated by a stroke.

The Kulaluk native title claim was consolidated into the Larrakia Native title claim over Darwin which was heard by Mansfield who found in 2006 that native title had ceased to exist.

The point of drawing attention to Helen's affidavit is that she swore that the traditional  owners of the 301ha Kulaluk lease area were the descendants of nine apical ancestors, the same ancestors that are recognised by the Larrakia Nation Aboriginal Corporation that includes well over 1,600 members. However, the leaseholding Gwalwa Daraniki Association accepts as members only people who have lived on the lease for at least 12 months and who belong to an undefined clan and includes non-Aborignal spouses. The GDA constitution has a quorum of five providing at least half are Aboriginal people. The GDA claim to hold the land on the basis of traditional ownership, although the lease was not granted under any law recognising or defining this belief.

Therefore could it not be said that the GDA has denied the traditional owners from entering the lease which Ms Secretary's affidavit states is Larrakia land or that she recognises that the land is not held under any claim to traditional ownership or Ms Secretary does not believe in the statement to which she has sworn ? Judging by her actions, captured on video, the latter is most likely.
